Committee Reports.
Member Services Committee – The Faculty, Staff & Fitness program, “Healthy Active Aging”, held on January 9, was excellent.  Approximately 20 attended and the overall comments were positive.  It was suggested that a change in location (from Owen Hall) would be helpful.  The PERS workshop will be March 4 in the University Theater.  Pre-Retirement Seminar is planned for April and would be from 10-12 in the Memorial Union.  Health Care program is still tentatively planned for fall. 

Program Committee – The OSU Gymnastic team practice event on January 10 was well attended.  Approximately 15 attended and had an excellent presentation by coach Tanya Chaplin.  The recommendation is to repeat this event. Plans have been finalized for the OSU Gymnastic meet on January 18 with a pre-meet dinner at 5pm at the LaSells Stewart Center. Dinner is $10. On Tuesday, January 22, at 3:30 pm, there will be a tour of Veterinary Medicine’s small and large animal anatomy laboratory.  Contact Bill Smart for a parking pass. On February 8, 6:30 pm, OSURA members will attend the play “All My Sons” with dessert and a pre-play talk by the director.  Tickets can be purchased at the box office or on the web.  The Women’s Basketball game event is planned for February 23, with dinner at 5pm at the LaSells Stewart Center.  The meal is $10/person and tickets will be $2 each. February 27 is the date for the tour of the OSU Wave Lab from 3-4 pm and parking is free.  On March 12, 2-3:30, there will be a tour of the Linus Pauling Exhibit at the Library.  There is a limit of 15 people.  In late April or early May a tour of the beer and fermentation labs and the new Gill Annex.  On May 8 members will take a trip to the coast to tour the Hatfield Marine Science Center and the research vessel, “Wecoma”.  

Volunteer Committee – February 19 & 20 are the dates of the OSU Career Fair at the alumni center.  An email will be sent to the membership asking for volunteers to cover the various time spots.

Scholarship Committee – Application materials are now available.  The students will be asked to write a broader, more in depth, essay covering work, activities, as well as, academic experiences. The committee will probably ask the Board for more scholarship money.

The Board discussed the question of obtaining a major sponsor for the event.  It was recommended that this be referred to the Golf Committee for their consideration and action.

Old Business.

Annual Meeting – The meeting will be May 14, 4-6 pm (note the time change), at the Vet. Medicine/Magruder Hall Auditorium.  The program will be Larry Landis, the OSU Archivist, making a PowerPoint presentation highlighting the names of campus buildings.  Following the meeting, members will be able to tour the new and remodeled areas of Vet. Medicine.

New Business.

Dining and Networking Etiquette Seminar – OSURA was contacted about participating in a dining and networking etiquette dinner with students preparing for job interviews.  Discussion followed and it was decided that OSURA would not sponsor a table.  However, members were encouraged to attend.

Membership Recruitment – Ken Krane spoke about raising the membership dues from $10 to $20.  This would provide enough scholarship funds to establish an endowment.  The Board establishes the dues rate.  Lifetime memberships were also discussed.  This topic was referred to the Finance Committee.

Other. 

The Board restated that announcements to recruit OSURA members to participate in research or other activities be limited to OSU affiliates only.  OSURA will not post announcements to the membership from other universities and/or organizations outside of Oregon State University.

Ken Krane will chair the nominating committee.  The committee is responsible for obtaining new Board members and officers for the 2008-2009 year.

Gary Tiedeman announced that the next edition of the newsletter would be sent in April.
