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Minutes of the Board Meeting

September 22, 2003

Approval of Board Meeting Minutes:  The minutes of the August 12, 2003 board meeting were approved

Treasurer’s Report:  Wilkins reported the current balance was $1,622.27.  Hazel noted that paid members now total 130.

Current Business:

Fall Newsletter:  Lovell reported that the writing, editing, design, and distribution had proceeded smoothly. Hazel said that copies had been placed on the E-Campus (Extended Education) table at University Day. Wilkins suggested that a regular newsletter be prepared for Winter Term, but consensus was that a one-page special issue on the upcoming seminar dealing with retirement and change would be appropriate due to the limited time to prepare it during the holidays and Hazel’s busy January schedule.

Ways and Means:  Following suggestions from Jim Reinmuth, president of the OSU Foundation, Wilkins modified the grant request to the OSU Foundation for OSURA funding.  “Seed money” totaling $6,000 for the two years 03-05 was requested.  The proposal was tabled by the Foundation and  forwarded by V.P. Orcilia Forbes to the University Development Council for consideration. [In an email to Peters on September 26, Provost Tim White said the council approved a $6,000 allocation to OSURA for the 03-05 biennium.]

Brennan discussed his sales calls to get sponsorships for the newsletter.  He distributed a rate sheet listing costs for such sponsorships:  Shared--$150;  One-half page insert--$250; Full page insert--$500; Sponsorship of an entire issue with two-sided insert--$1000.  He asked board members to help him prepare a list of companies to contact and for help in such solicitations.

Peters noted a concern about the tax implications of such sponsorships that had been raised by board consultant Mary Alice Seville of the College of Business. There might be a possibility that giving a sponsor more than one line of recognition might jeopardize the OSU Foundation’s tax status because it would be Unrelated Business Income.  (OSURA runs its funds through the foundation’s business office.) Wilkins will meet with the Foundation CFO, John Blanchard to discuss the matter.

Parking:  Eiseman said that OSURA should take credit for getting the emeritus parking fee reduced from $120 to $80.  Peters said she had not done it in the Fall newsletter because it was requested that we not say much until the new fee was set.  She thinks OSURA should publicize its part in the reduction in the future.

Volunteering:  Brennan reported that he had a full complement of OSURA volunteers signed up to fill helper slots for New Students Week.  He passed around the schedule to remind people of their commitments.

Fall Programs:  Wilkins brought up the question of hiring a shuttle for the October 8 tour of Veterinary Medicine versus board members driving attendees in their cars from their gathering place in the parking lot of the OSU Foundation Building.  After discussion of various approaches, the board gave Wilkins the authority to decide the issue based on advanced registration for the event.  

Winter Program:  Meddaugh agreed to meet with Paul Biwan of  Human Resources to talk about his presentation and the Retirement and Change Workshop .  The board wants the emphasis to be on personal retirement success stories, not dry statistics.   Lovell asked Meddaugh to go with him when he interviews Biwan for the newsletter article about the program.  The board agreed to set the event on Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday from 10 to noon during the first or second week of February in the foundation board room.

Spring Program: Wilkins said the fate of the Trysting Tree golf tour and match depends on interest.  So far, he has not heard from anyone, although the newsletter asking for interested people to contact him has just gone out.

Web Site:  Peters said the meeting with Tina Chovanec, director of publications, will be arranged after the OSURA Web Committee meets on Sept. 30 to determine the content and links needed.
