Old Business
Endowment of OSUF fund. This was discussed briefly and it was concluded that we don’t know this early in the year whether we can lock away (endow) the minimum $25,000 amount. Further discussion deferred.

Committee Reports
Communications Comm: Gary Tiedeman said the end of September is targeted for having all the material ready to go for the Fall Newsletter. Finance Comm: Treasurer Carol Kronstad presented and distributed the Finance Committee’s proposed 2010-11 budget (previously emailed to Board members.) In brief: Assets: $43,000 [Income from 250 memberships, $5,000; Advancement office, $9,000; OSUF account, $29,000]  Expenditures anticipated: $43,000 [includes maintaining, if possible, $25,000 in OSUF account and $3,000 for OSURA scholarships.
Golf Comm: Susan reported that there are 21 members signed up for the Sept. 15 event.
Membership Comm: Susan Poole reported that Kathy Heath and her committee are planning to recruit at the Golf Event and at University Day, will send a letter to non-renewing members, and will contact recent retirees. Also, a special event for new retirees is being considered.

Member Services Comm: Jo Anne Trow reported that the committee met on Sept. 8. The first event will be: “Prepare to Care” in mid-October (Sally Bowman in charge).The “Financial Storm” program will follow in November. Several ideas for Winter and Spring are being considered: Health-care issues, PERS, and the future of higher ed. There will again be a Pre-retirement program in Spring.
Program Comm: Helen Polensek’s committee met Sept. 9. Prospects for a field trip to Hazelnut Hill in October were discussed, as well as a trip to Newport and the Marine Science Center. Successful events at baskeball and gymnastics will likely be held again.
Scholarship Comm: John Block said that his committee will meet in October.

Terri requested that we email her with ideas for a keynote speaker or program that will interest both our local members and delegates from visiting schools. ACTION.
