OSURA Annual Meeting Minutes
Wednesday, May 9, 2012

President Terri Tower called the OSURA Annual Meeting to order at 3:00 P.M, welcoming members to the 10th Anniversary of the organization. She summarized the activities of OSURA over the past year, and noted upcoming events for members. The Treasurer’s report was distributed and presented by Carroll DeKock. Total assets in the Foundation Account were $36,147 as of May 2, 2012.  Assets in the University/State Account were $5,636 as of April 30, 2012, with most encumbered for operating expenses through the end of the fiscal year.
Past Board Presidents, Board members, Committee Chairs and volunteer members were recognized and asked to stand.  Susan Poole, chair of the nominating committee, presented the slate Board members. Carol Kronstad moved we accept the slate, there being no nominations from the floor. The motion was seconded and it carried unanimously by voice vote. The new Board members elected for a 3-year term are Roy Arnold, Cheryl Lyons, Gordon Reistad, and Tony Van Vliet.  Those re-elected for a 3-year term are Helen Polensek and Terri Tower.

Sue Borden, Chair of the Volunteer Committee presented the “Volunteer of the Year” award to Jack Ross and Stephanie Jorgenson for their outstanding volunteer service.  She noted that 52 different volunteers gave 200 hours in support of 6 events during the past year.

Jean Peters and Tom Savage, members of the Scholarship Committee chaired by John Block, presented $1,000 awards to 5 outstanding students who have chosen studies related to Healthy Aging.  They are:  Jackson Dougan, Chemistry/Biology/International Studies; Alejandra Márquez  Loza, Bioresource Research; Elizabeth Ragan, Public Healthy/Anthropology/ French; Minhazur Sarker Pre-medicine; and Kaylie Vaughn, Interior Design/ Gerontology. Each student gave a short summary of his or her academic program and professional goals. Overall, there were 71 applicants from a wide range of academic majors across campus. The awards are given to undergraduate students who have at least one academic year of study remaining prior to receiving their first Bachelor’s degree.
Outgoing President Terri Tower recognized her Board Members and Committee Chairs with words of high praise and tokens of appreciation.  Board members ending their terms of service are Susan Poole, John Block, Erin Haynes, and Gideon Alegado. Those continuing are Terri Tower, past president; Jim Krueger, President; Tom Savage, President-elect; Carroll DeKock, Treasurer; Gerry Olson, Secretary; Sue Borden, Dave Chilcote, Carol Kronstad, Tom McClintock, Helen Polensek, and Mary Ann Roberts. Also recognized for their invaluable service to OSURA were Kate Sanders and Caitlin Flynn, University Events.
Terri Tower then passed the gavel to incoming President Jim Krueger who introduced guest speaker, OSU President Ed Ray.  He shared key data from “OSU Impact 2012,” praised the critical role of OSU retires as well as current faculty and staff, and identified students as the key to success.
Past President Terri Tower summarized the findings of the 10 year review of OSURA which was carried out this year.  She highlighted points in history that have brought OSURA to its present status.  Jim Krueger then announced the long awaited formation of an OSURA Scholarship Endowment, with $25,000 presented to the OSU Foundation.  He signed the contract which will put the Endowment into effect.  Earnings from the Endowment, along with current funds and contributions, will be used to support our annual scholarship awards.  

The grand finale to OSURA’s 10th Anniversary celebration was provided by “The Investments,” a barbershop quartet consisting of Dave Chilcote, Gene Stemmann, Sheila Stemmann, and Bob DeWater.  They performed several numbers with gusto and led us in a rousing, original version of the OSU Alma Mater.
